It has been a marvel to watch the painters ascend to
the heights of the Sanctuary ceiling, perched on a lift offering
a fresh coat of paint that fills the senses with cleanliness. The
painters are still working their magic and soon the entire
Sanctuary and Chancel will sparkle with freshness. Other
projects will continue throughout the year adding to the
freshness and filling senses with awe. The incredible
commitment of the congregation has made all this freshness,
sparkle, cleanliness, and dryness possible.

There is an inherent danger when one gets a face-lift. The
danger is that it is just cosmetic. It is only what the eye sees.
It seems to me that the purpose of having a dry roof over the
Sanctuary or giving a fresh coat of paint to its interior space is
to offer a comfortable and pleasing place to gather to worship.
And the purpose of worship is to recognize the incredible
depth of God’s grace in life. Worship is one of the defining
activities of our faith and discipleship in Jesus Christ. Moving
from the worship space and living that faith in the world is the
other defining characteristic. The Sanctuary at Trinity is dry
and pleasingly fresh. It's the place we start to have our hearts
renewed and our souls cleansed. Everything else is window
dressing. After all it really is an inside job. See you at
worship.
